Directions from Baltimore to campsite along C&O Canal at Paw Paw
(This is where the troop will be camping on Friday night, November 17)
Take Interstate 70 West through Frederick and Hagerstown.

Take Exit 1B, US Route 522 South.  Cross over the Potomac River and into West Virginia on US 522.

Proceed about 6 miles on US 522 South into the town of Berkeley Springs, then turn right onto West Virginia State Route 9 West.

Continue on WV 9 West through the town of Paw Paw (this is roughly 25 miles from Berkeley Springs).  Cross the Potomac River into Maryland; the road becomes Maryland State Route 51.
Turn right just after the railroad overpass onto entrance drive to campsite (marked by NPS sign)

In daylight and light traffic, this is about a 2 hour trip from the Baltimore Beltway.

Directions from Paw Paw campsite to site of Pearre Station (trip termination point)
(This is for the vehicle shuttle on Saturday November 18)
Turn right out of campsite to proceed west on Maryland 51.

Turn right onto Malcolm Road (this is the first road on your right).  Malcolm Road is initially paved, but then becomes gravel.

At the end of Malcolm Road, turn right onto Oldtown-Orleans Road (which is also a gravel road).
As you approach Little Orleans, turn left onto Orleans Road (you will go over a creek at this point).  Proceed a short distance and turn right onto the road that takes you through the “town” of Little Orleans.  Go under the railroad overpass (one-lane) and make an immediate left onto High Germany Road (I don’t think there’s a sign, but this is a narrow paved road that proceeds generally uphill).

Turn right onto Ziegler Road

Ziegler Road will change names to Pearre Road when it crosses over Sideling Hill Creek.

The trip will end at the site of Pearre Station.  There is a large and recently constructed parking lot on the right (the south side of Pearre Road).  The Western Maryland rail trail is immediately adjacent to this lot, and the C&O canal towpath is a stone’s throw towards the river.  To get closer to the towpath by vehicle, proceed about 200 to 300 yards west on Pearre Road from the parking lot (that’s back the way you came if following the above directions).  There’s a gravel drive on the left which looks like it leads to an abandoned house, but bends around the house and ends at Lock 56 on the C&O Canal.
Directions from site of Pearre Station to Baltimore

(This is for the trip home.)
Proceed east (it’s actually ESE if you have a compass) on Pearre Road.  In about a mile, bear to the left to stay on the paved road, and you will be on Woodmont Road.

Woodmont Road ends at Maryland 144.  Turn left onto 144, proceed a short distance and turn right, then right again onto the entrance to Interstate 68 East.

Follow I-68 to Interstate 70 East towards Baltimore.
Note: if you are reversing these directions to access the Pearre Station site from Baltimore, the exit from Interstate 68 is Exit #78.  Turning left at the end of the ramp, then left at Maryland 144 and then right puts you on Woodmont Road.
